The handiest piece of studio equipment ever

I was working in my studio this morning when I needed to shoot slightly from above, just above head height, and really didn't feel like untangling my fold-up ladder.
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So out came the most handy and trusty piece of equipment in my studio - my scarred, dirty stepping box. This is probably one of the most used pieces of equipment you will ever own - and the best news is that you can make it yourself. 

It consists of 4 pieces of board, all the same size, forming a cube with an open bottom. A hand-hold cut into the top makes for easy carrying and moving.

Beside being handy as a stepping box, I often use it to prop up reflector boards, stands and small reflectors, and when not in use, you can store it upside down and fill it up with bits and pieces that clutter your studio!
